
Poor  cover  of the reinforcing bars is now evident as spalling.  In some 
cases this can cause panels to become unsafe

Unfortunately many panels are now showing significant 
deterioration because of corroding reinforcement bars.

Buildings owners.  The old concrete panels are taken off the outside of the building and replaced with  
specially developed panels made from insulated GRP (Glass Reinforced Plastic). 
 
Our specially designed panels can be fixed from the outside which means that internal finishings are not 
damaged.  The fixings are hidden for security and aesthetics, and the final surface of the panel can be 
made in stone chippings to give a durable and attractive elevation which maintains the original design  
appearance. 
 
The Genesis system is the answer to an ever growing problem of how to replace concrete panels which 
are at the end of their useful working life.  Advantages of this revolutionary approach are numerous:- 
 
 - It is lightweight making it easy to install. 
 - It is fully insulated giving reduced heating bills. 
 - It is attractive and different colours and finishes can be offered. 
 - It has a long life expectancy.

SURFACE FINISH 
Many of our projects are specified to have stone chippings as the surface finish to the panels.  Stone  
chippings are available in a wide variety of colours to achieve an exciting finish.  Samples can be provided 
on request. 
 
Alternatively it is possible to have a completely different finish altogher to the original concrete.  GRP 
panels can be made in a wide variety of colours and textures, and we are pleased to discuss these options 
with our clients.  This feature gives the opportunity to significantly change the look of an elevation. 
 
LONGEVITY 
GRP has been around for many decades and there are lots of examples of panels which have been in  
service for 25 years or more.  There is no reason to believe that GRP will not have a service life as long as 
concrete. 
 
 
THERMAL PERFORMANCE 
Genesis cladding panels are designed to incorporate CFC free polyurethane foam across the whole of 
their surface area.  This provides excellent thermal insulation without cold bridges.  The U value of the 
walls after addition of Genesis cladding will be approximately 4 -5 times lower than it was with the original 
uninsulated cladding.   
 
This means that the Genesis system should give a final U value for the walls of between 0.35 and 0.4 W/
sq m deg C and detailed calculations can be provided for this once the composition of the internal wall is 
known. 
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
